NCE is granted to “a drug that contains no active moiety that has been
approved by FDA in any other application”

Peptides are sequences of molecules called amino acids. Peptides of
precise sequences may occur naturally in the body, but they may also
be produced synthetically or using recombinant DNA technology in
bacteria and other living systems. These molecules are used to treat a
variety of diseases

The prime products which typically include mature APIs with
relatively higher competition in API space have historically
contributed more than 70% of the total business.

Molecules in the API space which are complex in nature
and are in the nature of ‘high value’ added products and

Preclinical studies take place in animals before any testing
in humans is done.

Researchers test an experimental drug or treatment in a
small group of people for the first time.

The experimental drug or treatment is given to a larger
group of people to see if it is effective and to further
evaluate its safety.

The experimental study drug or treatment is given to large
groups of people. Researchers confirm its effectiveness,
monitor side effects, compare it to commonly used
treatments, and collect information that will allow the
experimental drug or treatment to be used safely.

A drug that can enter cells easily because it has a low
molecular weight. Once inside the cells, it can affect other
molecules, such as proteins, and may cause cancer cells to
die. This is different from drugs that have a large molecular
weight, which keeps them from getting inside cells easily.
Many targeted therapies are small-molecule drugs
