REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

(@) Standalone Results
The total income on standalone basis during the year was Rs. 122.48 lakhs (Previous Year - Rs. 93.81 lakhs). The
Company's turnover has increased by about 30.56% on standalone basis due to increase in consultancy and other income
in this financial year. The gross profits before taxes increased to Rs. 25.88 lakhs (Previous Year - Rs. 10.95 lakhs) due to
increase in operational efficiency.
Consolidated Results
This fiscal, your Company has achieved a turnover of Rs. 122.48 lakhs (Previous Year - Rs. 93.81 lakhs) on consolidation
basis. The net profit after tax was Rs. 198.05 lakhs (Previous Year - net loss of Rs. 0.24 lakhs) on consolidation basis.

OUTLOOK & PROSPECTS

As per the Second Advance Estimates (SAE) of National Income released by the National Statistical Office (NSO), the Indian
economy has continued to perform impressively amid several challenges posed to it in the domestic as well as global economy.
The real GDP or GDP at Constant (2011-12) Prices in the year 2023-24 is estimated to have attained a level of ¥172.90 lakh
crore, against the first revised estimate of GDP for the year 2022-23 of ¥160.71 lakh crore. The growth rate of real GDP during
2023-24 is estimated at 7.6 percent as compared to growth rate of 7.0 percent in 2022-23 on y-0-y basis. On the other hand,
the nominal GDP (i.e. GDP at Current Prices) in the year 2023-24 is estimated to attain a level of 293.90 lakh crore, against
%269.50 lakh crore in 2022-23, showing a growth rate of 9.1 percent.

The Reserve Bank of India, in its Monetary Policy Statement (April 2024), has observed that the outlook for domestic economic
activity has been resilient on the back of strong domestic demand and improved macroeconomic fundamentals. According to
the Indian Meteorological Department, India is likely to receive above average monsoon rains in 2024, at around 106 percent
of long-term average. This is going to benefit the disinflationary fiscal and monetary pursuits in India.

An update to the World Economic Outlook (April 2024) released by the International Monetary Fund (IMF), has raised India's
GDP growth forecast by 30 bps to 6.8 percent for the financial year 2025 reflecting continuing strength in domestic demand and
a rising working-age population. Besides, the world economy is projected to continue growing at 3.2 percent during 2024 and
2025, at the same pace as in 2023. Global inflation is forecast to decline steadily, from 6.8 percent in 2023 to 5.9 percent in
2024 and 4.5 percent in 2025, with advanced economies returning to their inflation targets sooner than emerging markets and
developing economies. Core inflation is generally projected to decline more gradually.

The global economy has been surprisingly resilient, despite significant central bank interest rate hikes to restore price stability
and prolonged geopolitical conflicts in the affected countries. In conclusion, the Indian economy has demonstrated a good deal
of resilience. The Company anticipates a favourable economic environment in the current financial year.

SHARE CAPITAL
During the year under review, there was no change in the share capital. The Company has not issued shares with differential
voting rights nor granted stock options nor sweat equity.

DIVIDEND
In order to conserve the resources of the Company, your directors do not recommend any dividend for the current year. A sum
of Rs. 19.90 lakhs have been transferred to the Profit & Loss account under Reserves & Surplus.
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DEPOSITS
Your Company has not accepted any deposits within the meaning of Section 73 of the Companies Act, 2013 and the Companies
(Acceptance of Deposits) Rules, 2014.

MAINTENANCE OF COST RECORDS
The Maintenance of Cost Records pursuant to Section 148(1) of the Companies Act, 2013 is not required by the Company and
accordingly such accounts and records are not made and maintained by the Company.

OPPORTUNITIES
Based on the Reports of the Economic Survey for 2023-2024, depending on how global, economic and political developments affect
it, India's GDP is expected to increase by 6.8 to 7 percent in 2024-2025.

The Indian economy has succeeded in keeping its growth trajectory higher and inflation rate lower than the global average, despite
the fact that the global economy is struggling due to a number of issues, most notably the ongoing conflict in Ukraine and a remarkably
high inflation rate. The Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises (MSME) sector's average loan growth from January to November 2023
was over 30.5 percent, which is extraordinarily strong and indicates a promising prospect for rising output and employment in the
nation.

NOTES FORMING PART OF THE STANDALONE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Corporate Information

Libord Finance Limited (“the Company”) is a limited company domiciled and incorporated in India and its shares are publicly
traded on the Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) in India. The registered office of the Company is situated at 104, M.K. Bhawan,
300, Shahid Bhagat Singh Road, Fort, Mumbai- 400001.

The Company is presently classified as Non-Deposit taking Non-Systemically Important NBFC, duly registered with Reserve
Bank of India in the year 1998. The Company is engaged in the business of Financial Services, Working Capital Loans, Project
Finance, Syndication of Loans, Corporate Advisory, Financial Consultancy etc.

The Standalone Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2024 were authorised for issuance in accordance with
resolution of the Board of Directors in their meeting held on May 22, 2024.

Basis of Preparation and Presentation

Basis of Preparation

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS)
notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 (as amended from time to time) and applicable read
with Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”) and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India.

The Balance Sheet, the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Statement of Changes in Equity are prepared and presented in
the format prescribed in Division IIl of Schedule Il to the Act. The Statement of Cash Flows has been prepared and presented
as per the requirements of Ind AS 7 “Statement of Cash Flows”.

Amounts in the financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees in hundreds rounded off to two decimal places as
permitted by Schedule Il to the Act which is the Company’s functional and presentation currency. Per share data are presented
in Indian Rupee to two decimal places.

Basis of Measurement

The Financial Statements have been prepared on going concern basis and on an accrual method of accounting using historical
cost convention except for certain financial assets and liabilities, which are measured at fair value at the end of each reporting
period as explained in accounting policies below.

Significant Accounting Judgements, Estimates and Assumptions

The preparation of the Financial Statements in conformity with Ind AS requires the Management to make estimates and
assumptions considered in the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) and the reported
income and expenses during the year.

Accounting estimates could change from period to period. The estimates and judgements used are continuously evaluated
by the Company and are based on historical experience and various other assumptions and factors (including expectations
of future events) that the Company believes to be reasonable under the existing circumstances. Revision to accounting
estimates are recognised prospectively. The management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of Financial
Statements are prudent and reasonable.

Key sources of estimation of uncertainty at the date of the financial statements which may cause a material adjustment to the
carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, is in respect of: fair valuation of unquoted equity
investments, impairment of financial instruments, impairment of property, plant & equipment, useful lives of property, plant &
equipment, provisions and contingent liabilities.

Significant Accounting Policies

Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.
Cost includes purchase price and any cost directly attributable to bringing the assets to its working condition for its intended
use. Depreciation on the property, plant and equipment is provided using straight line method over the useful life of assets as
specified in Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013. Depreciation on property, plant and equipment which are added/disposed
of during the year, is provided on pro-rata basis with reference to the date of addition / deletion. The assets’ residual values,
useful lives and method of depreciation are reviewed at each financial year end and are adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

Impairment of Non — Financial Assets

The Company assesses at each Balance Sheet date whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. For the
purposes of assessing impairment, the smallest identifiable group of assets that generates cash inflows from continuing use
that are largely independent of the cash inflows from other assets or groups of assets, is considered as a cash generating unit.
If any such indication exists, the Company estimates the recoverable amount of the asset. If such recoverable amount of the
asset or the recoverable amount of the cash generating unit to which the asset belongs is less than its carrying amount, the
carrying amount is reduced to its recoverable amount. The reduction is treated as an impairment loss and is recognised in the
Statement of Profit and Loss. If at the Balance Sheet date there is an indication that previously assessed impairment loss no
longer exists or may have decreased, the recoverable amount is reassessed and the asset is reflected at the recoverable
amount.

Financial Instruments

Classification

A Financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and financial liability or equity instruments
of another entity.

Financial assets, other than equity, are classified into, Financial assets at Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income
(FVOCI) or Fair Value through Profit and Loss Account (FVTPL) or at amortised cost. Financial assets that are equity
instruments are classified as FVTPL or FVOCI. Financial liabilities are classified as amortised cost category and FVTPL.

Business Model Test/Assessment

An assessment of business model for managing financial assets is fundamental to the classification of a financial asset. The
Company determines the business model at a level that reflects how financial assets are managed together to achieve a
particular business objective.

The Company’s business model does not depend on management’s intentions for an individual instrument; therefore, the
business model assessment is performed at a higher level of aggregation rather than on an instrument-by-instrument basis.

The Company considers all relevant information and evidence available when making the business model assessment such
as the distribution of the financial assets held within the business model is evaluated in relation to the risks associated to its
performance and its management. The performance of the financial assets held within that business model are evaluated and
reported to the Company’s key management personnel.

At initial recognition of a financial asset, the Company determines whether newly recognised financial assets are part of an
existing business model or whether they reflect a new business model. The Company reassesses its business model at each
reporting period to determine whether the business model has changed since the preceding period.

Initial Recognition

Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities are recognised when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of
the instruments. Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities are initially measured at fair value. Transaction costs that are directly
attributable to the acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial assets or financial
liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of financial assets or
financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognised immediately in profit or loss.

Subsequent Measurement

Financial Assets at Amortised Cost

Financial assets having contractual terms that give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal
and interest on the principal outstanding and that are held within a business model whose objective is to hold such assets in
order to collect such contractual cash flows are classified in this category. Subsequently these are measured at amortised cost
using effective interest method less any impairment losses.

Fair Value through Profit and Loss Account

Financial assets are measured at FVTPL unless it is measured at amortised cost or at FVOCI on initial recognition. The
transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are immediately
recognised in profit or loss.

Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income (FVOCI)

These include financial assets that are equity instruments as defined in Ind AS 32 “Financial Instruments: Presentation” and
are not held for trading and where they are irrevocably designated as equity instruments at FVOCI upon initial recognition.
Subsequently, these are measured at fair value and changes therein are recognised directly in other comprehensive income,
net of applicable income taxes.

Gains and losses on these equity instruments are never recycled to profit or loss.

Dividends from these equity investments are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when the right to receive the
payment has been established.

Investments in Associates

Investments in associates are carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses, if any, as per Ind AS 27. Where an indication
of impairment exists, the carrying amount of the investment is assessed and written down immediately to its recoverable
amount. On disposal of investments in associates, the difference between net disposal proceeds and the carrying amounts
are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

Debt Instruments at FVOCI

Debt instruments that are measured at FVOCI have contractual terms that give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are
solely payments of principal and interest on principal outstanding and that are held within a business model whose objective
is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets. These instruments largely comprise long-
term investments made by the Company. FVOCI debt instruments are subsequently measured at fair value with gains and
losses arising due to changes in fair value recognised in OCI. Interest income and gains and losses are recognised in profit or
loss in the same manner as for financial assets measured at amortised cost. On derecognition, cumulative gains or losses
previously recognised in OCI are reclassified from OCI to profit or loss.

Financial Liabilities and Equity Instruments
Financial liabilities and equity instruments issued by the Company are classified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into and the definitions of a financial liability and an equity instrument.

Equity Instruments
An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of the Company after deducting all of its
liabilities. Equity instruments are recorded at the proceeds received, net of direct issue costs.

Other Financial Liabilities
These are measured at amortised cost using effective interest rate.

Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities
The Company derecognises a financial asset only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expires or it
transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset to another entity.

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged, cancelled or it expires.

Impairment of Financial Assets

The Company recognises a loss allowance for expected credit losses on a financial asset that is at amortised cost or fair value
through OCI. Loss allowance in respect of financial assets is measured based on historical trend, industry practices and the
business environment in which the entity operates or any other appropriate basis. The impairment methodology applied
depends on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk.

Reclassification of Financial Assets

The Company does not re-classify its financial assets subsequent to their initial recognition, apart from the exceptional
circumstances when the Company changes its business model for managing such financial assets. The company does not
re-classify its financial liabilities.

Determination of Fair Value

The Company maintains procedures to value financial assets or financial liabilities using the best and most relevant data
available. The fair values of the financial assets and liabilities are included at the amount that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date.

The following methods and assumptions were used to estimate the fair values:

i)  Fair value of trade receivable, cash and cash equivalents, other bank balances, trade payables, loans, borrowings,
deposits and other financial assets and liabilities are approximate at their carrying amounts largely due to the short-term
maturities of these instruments.

ii) The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are
available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable
inputs.

iii) Fair values of quoted financial instruments are derived from quoted market prices in active markets.

Fair Value Hierarchy

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised within the fair

value hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a

whole:

- Level 1: Quoted market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

- Level 2: Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is directly
or indirectly observable.
Level 3: Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is
unobservable.

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Company determines whether
transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation (based on the lowest level input that
is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

Employee Benefits

Defined Benefit Plans: The present value of the obligation under such plan, is determined based on an actuarial valuation
using the Projected Unit Credit Method. Actuarial gains and losses arising on such valuation are recognised immediately in
the other compressive income. In case of funded defined benefit plans, the fair value of the plan assets is reduced from the
gross obligation under the defined benefit plans, to recognise the obligation on net basis.

Provisions and Contingent Liabilities

Provisions are recognised when there is a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event, it is probable
that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and there is a reliable
estimate of the amount of the obligation. When a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the present
obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows (when the effect of the time value of money is material).
The discount rate used to determine the present value is a pre-tax rate that reflects current market assessments of the time
value of money and the risks specific to the liability. The increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as
interest expense.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed when there is a possible obligation arising from past events, the existence of which will be
confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the
Company or a present obligation that arises from past events where it is either not probable that an outflow of resources will
be required to settle the obligation or a reliable estimate of the amount cannot be made.

Revenue Recognition

Interest Income

The Company normally gives working capital loans. The rate of interest for the borrower is decided by the Chief Operating
Decision Maker on the basis of risk appetite and internal rating.

Investment Income

Dividend income from investments is recognised when the Company's right to receive payment has been established (provided
that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the amount of dividend income can be measured
reliably).

Income from interest on deposits and interest-bearing securities is recognised on the time proportionate method taking into
account the amount outstanding and the rate applicable.

Income from derivatives / equity trading are accounted on accrual basis.

Consultancy Income
The Company raises bills on case to case basis. There is no contractual agreement for the respective parties. The bill is raised
as and when services are rendered.

Exceptional ltems

When items of income and expense within profit or loss from ordinary activities are of such size, nature or incidence that their
disclosure is relevant to explain the performance of the enterprise for the period, the nature and amount of such items is
disclosed separately as Exceptional items.

Leases

The Company evaluates if an arrangement qualifies to be a lease as per the requirements of Ind AS 116 with effective date of
April 1, 2019. Identification of a lease requires significant judgment. The Company uses significant judgement in assessing
the lease term (including anticipated renewals) and the applicable discount rate. The Company determines the lease term as
the non-cancellable period of a lease, together with both periods covered by an option to extend the lease if the Company is
reasonably certain to exercise that option; and periods covered by an option to terminate the lease if the Company is
reasonably certain not to exercise that option. In assessing whether the Company is reasonably certain to exercise an option
to extend a lease, or not to exercise an option to terminate a lease, it considers all relevant facts and circumstances that create
an economic incentive for the Company to exercise the option to extend the lease, or not to exercise the option to terminate
the lease. The Company revises the lease term if there is a change in the non-cancellable period of a lease. The discount rate
is generally based on the incremental borrowing rate specific to the lease being evaluated or for portfolio of leases with similar
characteristics.

Taxes on Income

Current Tax

Current tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior years are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from,
or paid to, the taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted, or
substantively enacted, by the reporting date in the countries where the Company operates and generates taxable income.

Current tax assets and liabilities are offset only if, the Company:
- has a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts; and
- intends either to settle on a net basis, or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Current income tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in other
comprehensive income or in equity). Current tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI
or directly in equity. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which
applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred Tax

Deferred tax is recognised for the future tax consequences of deductible temporary differences between the carrying values
of assets and liabilities and their respective tax bases at the reporting date, using the tax rates and laws that are enacted or
substantively enacted as on the reporting date.

Deferred Tax Assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable income will be available against which
the deductible temporary differences, unused tax losses and credits can be utilised.

Deferred Tax Assets and Liabilities are offset only if:
- Entity has a legally enforceable right to set off Current Tax Assets against Current Tax Liabilities; and
- Deferred Tax Assets and the Deferred Tax Liabilities relate to the income taxes levied by the same taxation authority.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in other comprehensive
income or in equity). Deferred tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI or directly in
equity.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and Cash Equivalent in the balance sheet comprise cash at banks, cash on hand and short-term deposits with an original
maturity of three months or less, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value. For the purpose of the statement
of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and short-term deposits, as defined above.

Segment Reporting

The Company engaged primarily in the business of financial services and accordingly there are no separate reportable
segment dealing with Segment Reporting. The Company’s business is not subject to seasonal variation.

Earnings Per Share
Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders (after
deducting attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders
and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential
equity shares.

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NOTES FORMING PART OF THE CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Corporate Information

Libord Finance Limited (“the Company”) is a limited Company domiciled and incorporated in India and its shares are publicly
traded on the Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE), in India. The registered office of the Company is situated at 104, M.K. Bhawan,
300, Shahid Bhagat Singh Road, Fort, Mumbai- 400001.

The Company is presently classified as Non-Deposit taking Non-Systemically Important NBFC duly registered with Reserve
Bank of India in the year 1998. The Company engaged in the business of Financial Services, Working Capital Loans, Project
Finance, Syndication of Loans, Corporate Advisory, Financial Consultancy etc.

These consolidated financial statements of the Company include its share of Profits in associates namely Libord Brokerage
Pvt. Ltd. which is a registered Stock Broker, Portfolio Manager & Depository Participant with SEBI having membership with
BSE, NSE, MCX & CDSL & Libord Advisors Pvt. Ltd. which is a Category | Merchant Banker registered with SEBI.

The Consolidated Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2024 were authorised for issuance in accordance with
resolution of the Board of Directors in their meeting held on May 22, 2024.

Basis of Preparation and Presentation

Basis of Preparation

The consolidated financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards
(Ind AS) notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 (as amended from time to time) and
applicable provisions read with Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”) and guidelines issued by the Reserve
Bank of India. However, its Associates prepare their Financial Statements in accordance with the requirements in Accounting
Standards notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“Indian GAAP”).

The Consolidated Balance Sheet, the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Statement of Changes in Equity are prepared and
presented in the format prescribed in the Division Il of Schedule Il to the Act. The Consolidated Statement of Cash Flows
has been prepared and presented as per the requirements of Ind AS 7 “Statement of Cash Flows”.

Amounts in the consolidated financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees in hundreds rounded off to two decimal
places as permitted by Schedule Il to the Act which is the Group’s functional and presentation currency. Per share data are
presented in Indian Rupee to two decimal places.

Basis of Measurement

The Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared on going concern basis and on an accrual method of accounting
using historical cost convention except for certain financial assets and liabilities, which are measured at fair value at the end
of each reporting period as explained in accounting policies below.

Significant Accounting Judgements, Estimates and Assumptions
The preparation of the Consolidated Financial Statements in conformity with Ind AS requires the Management to make

estimates and assumptions considered in the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) and
the reported income and expenses during the year.

Accounting estimates could change from period to period. The estimates and judgements used are continuously evaluated
by the Group and are based on historical experience and various other assumptions and factors (including expectations of
future events) that the Group believes to be reasonable under the existing circumstances. Revision to accounting estimates
are recognised prospectively. The management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of Consolidated Financial
Statements are prudent and reasonable.

Key sources of estimation of uncertainty at the date of the consolidated financial statements, which may cause a material
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, is in respect of: fair valuation of
unguoted equity investments, impairment of financial instruments, impairment of property, plant & equipment, useful lives of
property, plant & equipment, provisions and contingent liabilities.

Principle of Consolidation
(a) The consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standard 110
(Ind AS 110) on “Consolidated Financial Statements” as specified in the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards)

Rules, 2015 and on the basis of separate audited financial statements of Libord Finance Limited (LFL) and its
associates. Reference in the notes to “Group” shall mean to include LFL and its associates unless otherwise stated.

Associates are those entities over which the Company has significant influence, but not control or joint control.
Investments in associates are accounted for using the equity method and are initially recognised at cost, identifying
any goodwill / capital reserve arising at the time of acquisition, and thereafter to recognise the Group’s share of
post-acquisition profits or losses of the associate in the Consolidated Statement of Profit and Loss, and the Group’s
share of Other Comprehensive Income of the investee, if applicable, in other comprehensive Income. Dividend
received or receivable from associates are recognised as a reduction in the carrying amount of the investment.
When the Group’s share of losses exceeds the carrying value of the associate, the carrying value is reduced to nil
and recognition of further losses is discontinued, except to the extent that the Group has incurred obligations in
respect of the associate. The Financial Statements of the Associates used in the consolidation are drawn up to the
same reporting date as that of the Company i.e. March 31, 2024.

Significant Accounting Policies

Property, Plant and Equipment
Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.
Cost includes purchase price and any cost directly attributable to the bringing the assets to its working condition for its intended
use. Depreciation on the property, plant and equipment is provided using straight line method over the useful life of assets as
specified in schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013. Depreciation on property, plant and equipment which are added / disposed
of during the year, is provided on pro-rata basis with reference to the date of addition / deletion. The assets’ residual values,
useful lives and method of depreciation are reviewed at each financial year end and are adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.
The estimated useful lives of Property, Plant and Equipment are as stated below:

Motor Vehicles 8 years
Office Equipment 5 years
Computer Hardware 3 years

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected to
arise from the continued use of the asset. Any gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an item of property, plant
and equipment is determined as the difference between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is
recognised in profit or loss.

Intangible Assets
Intangible assets are stated at acquisition cost, net of accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

The estimated useful lives of Intangible Assets are as stated below:

Computer Software | 3 years

Gains or losses arising from the retirement or disposal of an intangible asset are determined as the difference between the
disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognised as income or expense in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected from use or disposal.
Gains or losses arising from de-recognition of an intangible asset, measured as the difference between the net disposal
proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, are recognised in the statement of Profit and Loss when the asset is
derecognised.

Impairment of Non — Financial Assets

The Group assesses at each Balance Sheet date whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. For the
purposes of assessing impairment, the smallest identifiable group of assets that generates cash inflows from continuing use
that are largely independent of the cash inflows from other assets or groups of assets, is considered as a cash generating unit.
If any such indication exists, the Group estimates the recoverable amount of the asset. If such recoverable amount of the asset
or the recoverable amount of the cash generating unit to which the asset belongs is less than its carrying amount, the carrying
amount is reduced to its recoverable amount. The reduction is treated as an impairment loss and is recognised in the Statement
of Profit and Loss. If at the Balance Sheet date there is an indication that previously assessed impairment loss no longer exists
or may have decreased, the recoverable amount is reassessed and the asset is reflected at the recoverable amount.

Financial Instruments

Classification

A Financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and financial liability or equity instruments
of another entity.

Financial assets, other than equity, are classified into, financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income
(FVOCI) or fair value through Profit and Loss Account (FVTPL) or at amortised cost. Financial assets that are equity
instruments are classified as FVTPL or FVOCI. Financial Liabilities are classified as amortised cost category and FVTPL.

Business Model Test/Assessment

An assessment of business model for managing financial assets is fundamental to the classification of a financial asset. The
Group determines the business model at a level that reflects how financial assets are managed together to achieve a particular
business objective.

The Group’s business model does not depend on management’s intentions for an individual instrument; therefore, the business
model assessment is performed at a higher level of aggregation rather than on an instrument-by-instrument basis.

The Group considers all relevant information and evidence available when making the business model assessment such as
the distribution of the financial assets held within the business model is evaluated in relation to the risks associated to its
performance and its management. The performance of the financial assets held within that business model are evaluated and
reported to the Group’s key management personnel.

Atinitial recognition of a financial asset, the Group determines whether newly recognised financial assets are part of an existing
business model or whether they reflect a new business model. The Group reassesses it's business model at each reporting
period to determine whether the business model has changed since the preceding period.

Initial Recognition

Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities are recognised when the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instruments. Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities are initially measured at fair value. Transaction costs that are directly
attributable to the acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial assets or financial
liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of financial assets or
financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognised immediately in profit or loss.
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Subsequent Measurement

Financial Assets at Amortised Cost

Financial assets having contractual terms that give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal
and interest on the principal outstanding and that are held within a business model whose objective is to hold such assets in
order to collect such contractual cash flows are classified in this category. Subsequently these are measured at amortised cost
using effective interest method less any impairment losses.

Fair Value through Profit and Loss Account

Financial assets are measured at FVTPL unless it is measured at amortised cost or at FVOCI on initial recognition. The
transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are immediately
recognised in profit or loss.

Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income (FVOCI)

These include financial assets that are equity instruments as defined in Ind AS 32 “Financial Instruments: Presentation” and
are not held for trading and where they are irrevocably designated as Equity instruments at FVOCI upon initial recognition.
Subsequently, these are measured at fair value and changes therein are recognised directly in other comprehensive income,
net of applicable income taxes.

Gains and losses on these equity instruments are never recycled to profit or loss.

Dividends from these equity investments are recognised in the statement of profit and loss when the right to receive the
payment has been established.

Investments in Associates

Investments in associates are carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses, if any, as per Ind AS 27. Where an indication
of impairment exists, the carrying amount of the investment is assessed and written down immediately to its recoverable
amount. On disposal of investments in associates, the difference between net disposal proceeds and the carrying amounts
are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

Debt Instruments at FVOCI

Debt instruments that are measured at FVOCI have contractual terms that give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are
solely payments of principal and interest on principal outstanding and that are held within a business model whose objective
is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets. These instruments largely comprise long-
term investments made by the Group. FVOCI debt instruments are subsequently measured at fair value with gains and losses
arising due to changes in fair value recognised in OCI. Interest income and gains and losses are recognised in profit or loss
in the same manner as for financial assets measured at amortised cost. On derecognition, cumulative gains or losses
previously recognised in OCI are reclassified from OCI to profit or loss.

Financial Liabilities and Equity Instruments
Financial liabilities and equity instruments issued by the Group are classified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into and the definitions of a financial liability and an equity instrument.

Equity Instruments
An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of the Group after deducting all of its
liabilities. Equity instruments are recorded at the proceeds received, net of direct issue costs.

Other Financial Liabilities
These are measured at amortised cost using effective interest rate.

Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities
The Group derecognises a financial asset only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expires or it
transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset to another entity.

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged, cancelled or it expires.

Impairment of Financial Assets

The Group recognises a loss allowance for expected credit losses on a financial asset that is at amortised cost or fair value
through OCI. Loss allowance in respect of financial assets is measured based on historical trend, industry practices and the
business environment in which the entity operates or any other appropriate basis. The impairment methodology applied
depends on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk.

Reclassification of Financial Assets

The Group does not re-classify its financial assets subsequent to their initial recognition, apart from the exceptional
circumstances when the Group changes its business model for managing such financial assets. The Group does not re-classify
its financial liabilities.

Determination of Fair Value

The Group maintains procedures to value financial assets or financial liabilities using the best and most relevant data available.
The fair values of the financial assets and liabilities are included at the amount that would be received to sell an asset or paid
to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date.

The following methods and assumptions were used to estimate the fair values:

i) Fair value of trade receivable, cash and cash equivalents, other bank balances, trade payables, loans, borrowings,
deposits and other financial assets and liabilities are approximate at their carrying amounts largely due to the short-term
maturities of these instruments.

The Group uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are available
to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs.

Fair values of quoted financial instruments are derived from quoted market prices in active markets.

Fair Value Hierarchy

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised within the fair
value hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a
whole:

- Level 1: Quoted market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

- Level 2: Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is directly
or indirectly observable.

Level 3: Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is
unobservable.

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Group determines whether
transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation (based on the lowest level input that
is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

Employee Benefits

Defined Benefit Plans: The present value of the obligation under such plan, is determined based on an actuarial valuation
using the Projected Unit Credit Method. Actuarial gains and losses arising on such valuation are recognised immediately in
the other compressive income. In case of funded defined benefit plans, the fair value of the plan assets is reduced from the
gross obligation under the defined benefit plans, to recognise the obligation on net basis.

Provisions and Contingent Liabilities

Provisions are recognised when there is a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event, it is probable
that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and there is a reliable
estimate of the amount of the obligation. When a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the present
obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows (when the effect of the time value of money is material).
The discount rate used to determine the present value is a pre-tax rate that reflects current market assessments of the time
value of money and the risks specific to the liability. The increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as
interest expense.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed when there is a possible obligation arising from past events, the existence of which will be
confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the
Group or a present obligation that arises from past events where it is either not probable that an outflow of resources will be
required to settle the obligation or a reliable estimate of the amount cannot be made.

Revenue Recognition

Interest Income

The Company normally gives working capital loans. The rate of interest for the borrower is decided by the Chief Operating
Decision Maker on the basis of risk appetite and internal rating.

Investment Income

Dividend income from investments is recognised when the Company's right to receive payment has been established (provided
that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the amount of dividend income can be measured
reliably).

Income from interest on deposits and interest-bearing securities is recognised on the time proportionate method taking into
account the amount outstanding and the rate applicable.

Income from derivatives / equity trading are accounted on accrual basis.

Consultancy Income
The Company raises bills on case to case basis. There is no contractual agreement for the respective parties. The bill is raised
as and when services are rendered.

Exceptional Items

When items of income and expense within profit or loss from ordinary activities are of such size, nature or incidence that their
disclosure is relevant to explain the performance of the enterprise for the period, the nature and amount of such items is
disclosed separately as Exceptional items.

Leases

The Group evaluates if an arrangement qualifies to be a lease as per the requirements of Ind AS 116 with effective date of
April 1, 2019. Identification of a lease requires significant judgment. The Group uses significant judgement in assessing the
lease term (including anticipated renewals) and the applicable discount rate. The Group determines the lease term as the non-
cancellable period of a lease, together with both periods covered by an option to extend the lease if the Group is reasonably
certain to exercise that option; and periods covered by an option to terminate the lease if the Group is reasonably certain not
to exercise that option. In assessing whether the Group is reasonably certain to exercise an option to extend a lease, or not to
exercise an option to terminate a lease, it considers all relevant facts and circumstances that create an economic incentive for
the Group to exercise the option to extend the lease, or not to exercise the option to terminate the lease. The Group revises
the lease term if there is a change in the non-cancellable period of a lease. The discount rate is generally based on the
incremental borrowing rate specific to the lease being evaluated or for portfolio of leases with similar characteristics.

Taxes on Income

Current Tax

Current tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior years are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from,
or paid to, the taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted, or
substantively enacted, by the reporting date in the countries where the Group operates and generates taxable income.
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Current tax assets and liabilities are offset only if, the Group:

- has a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts; and
- intends either to settle on a net basis, or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Current income tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in other
comprehensive income or in equity). Current tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI
or directly in equity. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which
applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred Tax

Deferred tax is recognised for the future tax consequences of deductible temporary differences between the carrying values of
assets and liabilities and their respective tax bases at the reporting date, using the tax rates and laws that are enacted or
substantively enacted as on reporting date.

Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable income will be available against which the
deductible temporary differences, unused tax losses and credits can be utilised.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset only if:

- Entity has a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets against current tax liabilities; and
- Deferred tax assets and the deferred tax liabilities relate to the income taxes levied by the same taxation authority.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in other comprehensive
income or in equity). Deferred tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI or directly in
equity.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents in the Balance Sheet comprise cash at banks, cash on hand and short-term deposits with an original
maturity of three months or less, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value. For the purpose of the statement
of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and short-term deposits, as defined above.

Segment Reporting

The Group engaged primarily in the business of financial services and accordingly there are no separate reportable segment
dealing with Segment Reporting. The Group’s business is not subject to seasonal variation.

Earnings per Share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders (after
deducting attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders
and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential
equity shares.
